SECTto\ l. Pt RPosE oF THE Co\TRACT

The purpose of the OAG Statewide Automated Victim Notification Service (SAVNS) Srant
program is to assist Texas counlies and other entities in maintaining a statewide system that \r'ill
provide relevant offender release information. notification of relevant court seftings or events to

crime victims and other interestBd individuals, promote public sat'ety, and support the rights of
victims of crime. To ensure a standard statewide service to a variety ofpolitical subdivisions of
the State ofTexas. including counties. county Sheriffs. clerks and attomeys. district attomeys. and

courts ("Panicipating Entities"). including GRANTEE. the OAG makes grant funds available for
eligible expenses related to SAVNS sen'ices delivered to GRANTEE by the vendor certified by
the OAG.

The OAG published a Request for Offer (RFO) for Statewide Automated Victim Services May I l,
2019. After an evaluation ofoffers. the OAG identified, certified. and entered into a contract with
a single vendor to provide statervide automated victim notification services ("SAVNS Services").

The initial term of the OAG Vendor Certification and Senice Agreement ("OAG Certification
Agreement") is/was fiom September 1.2019 to August i1.2020 ("lnitial Term"). On June 25.

?020. OAG exercised its right to rene\v the OAG Certification Agreemenl with the renerval term

to begin on September 1.2020 and end on August 31.?O?? ("First Renerval Term"). The vendor

certified to provide the services is Appriss. lnc.. ("Certified Vendor"). a Kentucky corporation

authorized to do business in Texas.

SECTTo\ 2. TER\r oFTHE Co\TR,\cr

This Grant Contract shall begin on September l. 2020 and shall terminate August 3 I . 202 I . unless

it is terminated earlier in accordance rvith another Provision of this Grant Contract.

SECTTO\ 3. GRA\TEE's Co\TR^crL AL SERvIcES

3.1. Grantee Participating Entir)- Service Contmct. GRANTEE shall execute a service

agreement with the Certified Vendor to provide sen'ices consistent lr'ith. and subject to the

limitations contained in. the OAG Certification Agreement and documents incorporated therein.
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Specifically. the Participating Entity Sen'ice Conract altached hereto as Exhibit B shall be used

by GRANTEE in entering into a contractual relationship with the Cerrified Vendor. All grant

funds provided under this Grant Conlracl shall be conditioned on the GRANTEE's use of the

exemplar Participating Entity Service Contracl. as attached hereto. and in addition to any requisite
amendment. renewal. or extensions made or otherwise exercised by GRANTEE Pursuant to
Section I therein. GRANTEE further acknowledges and agrees that no changes or modifications
may be made to the Participating Entity Sen'ice Contract or to any executed Participating Entity
Sen'ice Contract between GRANTEE and lhe Cenified Vendor, except as specifically authorized
*'ithin this Grant Contract in Section 3.1 .l belou'. as otherwise separately authorized by the OAG
in *'riting. or to accomplish an amendment. renertr'al. or extension made or otherrvise exercised by
GRANTEE pursuant to Section I therein. Notwithstanding the foregoing. GRANTEE is

3.2 Grantee Maintenance Plan. GRANTEE agrees to establish and follot a "Maintenance

Plan." The Maintenance Plan. at a minimum. will be designed to accomplish the follo*ing: make
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available offender information that is timely. accurate. and relevant to support the SAVNS
Sen,ices: verify the Certified Vendor's performance according to the Participating Entity Service
Contract: satislactorily discharge GRANTEE's obligations as described in the Participating Entity
Senice Contract; and identiI and dedicate GRANTEE stafll resources. and equipment necessary

to maintain the SAVNS sen'ices in the Participating Entity Sen'ice Contract.

3.3 GRANTEE Service Levels. ln addition lo other service levels that the GRANTEE may
impose. GRANTEE will inspect. monitor. and verify the performances required of the Certified
Vendor as provided in the Participating Entity Sen'ice Contracl as well as this Grant Contract.
CRANTEE will execute a Participating Entity Service Contract with the Certified Vendor for the
term of this Grant Contract. GRANTEE wrll verity that input data (the jail and courl data elements

used by the SAVNS systeml is enlered accurately and on a timely basis.

GRANTEE wilt allow on-site monitoring visits to be conducted by OAG or its authorized
representative.

3.4 Cooperation with Stotewide Stakeholders. GRANTEE will reasonably cooperate \r'ith
and participate in Statewide Stakeholder meetings and efforts to monitor and improve the SAVNS
sen'ices on a statewide basis. GRANTEE may reasonably agree to designate third-panies to assist

the OAG, GRANTEE. and the orher Sratewide Stakeholders in the overall monitoring. inspection.
and verification of the Certified Vendor's performances.

3.5 E-Vine Upgrade and Cooperotlon for lmplementation. As pan of the contract award

and cenification by the OAG. the Certified Vendor will begin transitioning to a new system to
deliver the SAVNS services known as "E-Vine" r,yith an expected completion by early FY 2023.

E-Vine rvill provide the GRANTEE enhanced functionality and services such as a Service Provider
Directory. an C)ffender Watch List. a Contact List, a quick escape buhon and Interaclive Voice

Response Technology. To facilitate this transition, funds for the E-VINE upgrade costs have been

added to this Grant Contract. The Certified Vendorwill perform work on the transition to E-Vine
throughout the next three years and will bill E-Vine costs on a quarterly basis and in addition to
the regular SAVNS maintenance fees. The OAG will advise GRANTEE of any associaled

transition activities as needed and GRANTEE shall reasonably cooperate rvith the Certified
Vendor in these lransition acli\ ities.

3.6 Scope of Sen'ices. For the purpose of this Grant Contract. the requirements. duties. and

obligations contained in Section 3 of this Grant Contract are collectively referred to as the "Scope

of Services." As a condition of reimbursement. CRANTEE agrees to faithfully. timely. and in a
good and workman-like manner implement and maintain the services in compliance with the Scope

of Services. CRANTEE shall bear full and sole responsibility for the integrity of the fiscal and

programmatic management of its sAVNS program.

3.7 Special Condltions. The OAG may. at its sole discretion. impose additional requirements

not specifically provided for in this Contract based on a need for information. ("Special

Conditions") on GRANTEE. without notice and without amending this Grant Contract. The
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imposition of any Special Conditions places GRANTEE on immediate financial hold. consistent
with section 9.2. without funher notice. until all Special Conditions are satisfied.

Maintenance Plan required by Section J.2 hereunder. ln addition to the written explanation.
GRANTEE shall promptly answer any questions from the OAG, *'hether in writing or othenvise.
in connection with the quarterly and annual repons presented to the OAG.

4.23 Other Progrrm Reports. GRANTEE shall cooperate fully in any social studies. fiscal or
programmatic monitoring. auditing. evaluating. and other reviews pertaining to services rendered

by GRANTEE, which may be conducted by the OAG or its designees.

GRANTEE shall submit sen'ice delivery reports required by the contract or self-evaluations of
performance and other reports requested by the OAG in appropriate format and on a timely basis

and make available at reasonable times and for reasonable periods client records and other
programmatic or financial records. books, reports. and suPPorting documents for reviewing and

copying by the OAG or its designees.

4.2.4 *Problem Log." GRANTEE shall establish a "Problem Log" that records all problems
noted with the SAVNS system. including. but not limiled to. system down time. system outages,

and equipment failure. The Problem Log will provide when the problem was identified. to whom
the problem was referred. steps taken to resolve the problem. and when the Problem was resolved.

GRANTEE shall provide OAG with any and all Problem Logs at OAG'S request.

GRANTEE w'ill immediately revierv the budget for the Iiscal year and the allowable expendilures.

{.3.2 Quarterly Requests for Reimbursement. OAG gxant funds will be paid on a cost-

reimbursement basis no more fiequently than quarterly pursuant to the process below. The
OAG shall only reimburse actual and allowable allocable costs incurred and paid by
GRANTEE during the term of this contract. The OAG is not obligated to reimburse
expenses that rvere incurred prior to the commencement or after the termination or
expiration of this contract. Any payments made by lhe OAC shall not exceed the actual

and allowable allocable costs of GRANTEE to obtain services from the Certified Vendor
for services rvithin the "scope of services" of this contract. GRANTEE will submit to the

OAG requests for reimbursement for the actual and allowable allocable costs incurred by
GRANTEE to obtain services fiom the Certified Vendor for services rvithin the "scope of
sen'ices" of this Grant Contract. CRANTEE is responsible for submitting its invoices to
the OAG in an accurate and timely manner- The requests for reimbursement must be

accompanied by supporting documentation as required by the OAG. The OAG may tiom
time to time require different or additional supporting documentation.

4.3J Fiscal Year End Required Reports. GRANTEE shall submit fiscal year-end required
reports that shall be received by lhe OAG on or before October l5 of each year covered by the

term of this Grant Contract. The year-end reports shall include the following:

GRANTEE will submit an Equipment lnventory Report
which provides a record of the current inventory of items purchased. disposed of. replaced
or transferred for any equipment that rlas purchased w'ith grant funds.

4.3.4 Annual Independent Financial Audit Report. GRANTEE shall timely submit to the

OAG a copy of its annual independent financial audit. The timely submission to the C)AG is on or
before nine (9)months after the end of GRANTEE's accounting year. GRANTEE will conract
*ith an independent CPA firm to perform an annual financial audit engagement. lf applicable.
GRANTEE's independent CPA firm will determine the D?e of annual financial audit, which may
include a compliance atlestation in accordance u'ith the requirements of 2 CFR Part 200 titled
Uniform Administrative Requirements. Cost Principles. and Audit Requirements lor Federal

Awards and;or Texas Single Audit Circular(Single Audit or non-Single Audit financial audit). lf
applicable. GRANTEE will provide the OAG rvith any and all annual independent financial audits

or audited financial statements. related management letters. and management responses of
GRANTEE.

4.3.5 Close Out Invoice GRANTEE shall submit a final invoice nol later than forty-five (45)
days after the earlier of( I ) the termination of this Grant Contract: or (2) the end ofeach state fiscal
year covered by the term of this Grant Contract.

4.3.6 Refunds rnd Deductions. lf the OAG determines that an overPayment of grant funds

under this Grant Contract has occurred. such as pa)rments made inadverlently. pre-reimbursement
paymenls that were not expended. or payments made but later determined not to be actual and

allowable allocable costs. the OAG may seek a refund from GRANTEE and/or the Certified
Vendor. The OAG. in its sole discretion. may offsel and deduct the amount ofthe overpayment

a. Record of Reimbursement. GRANTEE will submit a reconciled record of its expenses

for the prior fiscal year.
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from any amount owed as a reimbursement under this Grant Contract. or may choose to require a
payment directly from GRANTEE and/or the Certilied Vendor rather than offset and deduct any
amount. GRANTEE and/or the Certified Vendor shall promptly refund any overpayment to the
OAG within thirty (30) calendar days of the receipt of the notice of the overpayment from the
OAG unless an alternate payment plan is specified by the OAG.

4.3.7 Purchase of Equipmenti Mlintenance and Repalr; Title uPon Termination.
GRANTEE shall not give any security interest. lien or otherwise encumber any item ofequipment
purchased with contract funds. GRANTEE shall permanendy identify all equipment purchased

under this Grant Contract by appropriate tags or labels aflixed to the equipment. GRANTEE shall
maintain a current inventory of all equipment, which shall be available to the OAG at all times
upon request: however. as benveen the OAG and GRANTEE title for equipment will remain with
GRANTEE.

GRANTEE will maintain, repair. and protect all equipment purchased in whole or in pan with
granl funds under this Grant Contract so as lo ensure the full availability and usefulness ofsuch
equipment. ln the event GRANTEE is indemnified, reimbursed. or otherwise compensated for
any loss or destruction of. or damage to. the equipment purchased under this Grant Contract. it
shall use the proceeds to repair or replace said equipment.

4.3.8 Direct Deposit. CRANTEE may make a written request to the OAG to be placed on Direct
Deposit status by completing and submitting to the OAG the State Comptroller's Dircct Deposit

Authorization Form. After the direct deposit request is approved by the OAG and the setup is
completed on the Texas ldentification Number System by the State Comptroller's OIIice. payment

u'ill be remined by direct deposit and the OAG will discontinue providing GRANTEE with copies

of reimbursement vouchers.

43.10 Debts rtrd Delinquencies. GRANTEE agrees that any payments due under the grant

contract shall be applied towards any debt or delinquency that is owed to the State ofTexas.

5.1 Monitoring. The OAG is responsible for monitoring GRANTEE lo ensure the etlective
and efficienl use ofgrant funds to accomplish the purposes of this Grant Contract.

5.2 Mmimum Liabili(v of OAG. The maximum liability of the OAG is contained in the

attached Exhibit A. Any change to lhe maximum liability is void unless supponed by a wrillen
amendment to this Grant Contract executed between OAG and GRANTEE.

5.3 Pryment of Authorized Costs. ln accordance with the terms of this Grant Contract, the

OAG w'ill pay costs as explicitly authorized pursuant to this Grant Conlract. The OAG is not

obligated to pay unauthorized costs.
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5.4 Contrect :{ot Entitlement or Right. Reimbursement with conlract funds is not an
entitlement or right. Reimbursement depends. among other things. upon strict compliance p ith all
terms. conditions and provisions of this Grant Contract. The OAG and GRANTEE agree that any
act. action or representation by eilher party. their agents or employees that purports to increase the
maximum liability of the OAG is void. unless a written amendment to this Grant Contract is first
executed. GRANTEE agrees that nothing in this Grant Contract will be interpreted to create an

obligation or liability ofthe OAG in excess ofthe funds delineated in this Grant Contract.

5.5 Funding Limitation. GRANTEE agrees that funding for this Grant Conlract is subject to
the actual receipt by the OAG of grant funds (state and,or federal) appropriated to the OAG.
GRANTEE agreBs that the grant funds. if any. received from the OAC are limited by the term of
each stale biennium and by specific appropriation aulhority to and lhe spending authority of the
OAG for the purpose olthis Grant Contract. GRAI{TEE rgrees thrt notrvitbstanding atry other
provision of this Grrnt Contrrct. if the OAG is not appropriated the funds, or if the OAG
does not receive th€ appropriated funds for this grrnt program, or if the funds epproprieted
to the OAG for this grrnt progrem ere required to be rerlloclted to fund other state
progrrms or purposes, the O.{G is not liable to psy the GRA:{TEE rny remaining belance
on this Grant Cotrtrrct.
