Down Powerlines, Extended Power Outages, Food Spoilage, Fallen Trees,

Hazardous Debris, and

THEREFORE, I authorize the public resources of Hopkins County and cities of this county to use all
available resources to cope with this disaster; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT R-f,SOLVED BY THE COMMISSIONERS COURT OF THE
COUNTY OF HOPIflNS: That a local state of disaster is hereby declared for Hopkins County, Texas.

That the County's Emergency Management Plan has been implemented.

That this state of disaster shall be continued by rrote ofthe Comrnissioners Court of
the County of Hopkins, Texas.

That this resolution shall take effect immediately from and after it issuance.
